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Sediments can be considered different than terrestrial soils in many environment projects.  The chemical analysis of sediments 
can offer many challenges for project teams.  These challenges can include sediment matrix issues and achieving project specific 
reporting limits.  Sediment projects can also include the need for specialized sediment testing support including the generation 
of pore water, leachates and/ or elutriates to support the project objectives. This presentation will review many of the chal-
lenges of sediment projects and how a laboratory can work with the project team to support the project specific goals of the 
sediment site.

EPA TAKES A NEW STANCE ON SULFUR DIOXIDE IN FINAL RULE  

Sulfur Dioxide (SO2) is a highly reactive gas that is produced from the com-

bustion of fossil fuels. The largest sources of SO2 are power plants (73 per-

cent) and other industrial facilities (20 percent). The gas is strongly linked to 

negative effects on the human respiratory system such as asthma. Children, 

the elderly, and those already with asthma are particularly vulnerable to its 

effects. The US Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) says the new one-

hour health standard will protect millions of citizens from short-term SO2 

exposure.The new standard will be 75 parts per billion, measured per hour. 

The current standard is 140 parts per billion over 24 hours. 

States will have until 2014 to develop plans to bring areas that don't meet the new standard into compliance.
