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On the front page of it Business Day section, the New York Times (3/23, B1, Duhigg) reports the Environmental Protection
Agency said on Monday "that it would overhaul drinking water regulations so that officials could police dozens of con-
taminants simultaneously and tighten rules on the chemicals used by industries. The new policies, which are still being
drawn up, will probably force some local water systems to use more effective cleaning technologies, but may raise water
rates." Agency administrator Lisa Jackson said, "There are a range of chemicals that have become more prevalent in our
products, our water and our bodies in the last 50 years," and that the EPA was devising "a new vision for providing clean,
safe drinking water" that aligned with current scientific findings.

The AP (3/23) reports the EPA "is tightening drinking water standards to impose stricter limits on four contaminants that
can cause cancer." The four chemical compounds are tetrachloroethylene, trichloroethylene, acrylamide, and epichloro-
hydrin. "Trichloroethylene, also known as TCE, and tetrachloroethylene are used as industrial solvents and can seep into
drinking water from contaminated groundwater or surface water," while "the other two compounds are impurities that

can be introduced into drinking water during the water treatment process." According to Jackson, the agency "will issue

new rules on TCE and tetrachloroethylene within the next year. Rules for the other two compounds will follow."

The Chicago Tribune (3/23) reports the new standards would "help regulators identify new contaminants faster and move
quickly with new technologies to prevent harm to consumers. Environmentalists expressed hope that the moves will
break a regulatory logjam at the Agency, which has not listed a new water contaminant for regulation in more than a dec-
ade." The Los Angeles Times (3/23, Tankersley), Dow Jones Newswires (3/23, Talley), and Bloomberg News (3/23, Chip-
man), also report the EPA's announcement.

Concerns about the prevalence of chromitén

In a rare swift reaction to new testing by activists, the head of the Environmental Protection Agency said Wednesday that
the federal government will likely tighten drinking water standards for hexavalent chromium — the chemical made fa-
mous by Erin Brockovich.

EPA chief Lisa Jackson issued a statement following a report showing hexavalent chromium, or chromium-6, in the drink-
ing water of 31 cities across the country.

"EPA has already been working" to better regulate chromium-6, she said. "However, as a mother and the head of EPA, |
am still concerned about the prevalence of chromium-6 in our drinking water."

"EPA will work with local and state officials to get a better picture of exactly how widespread this problem is," she added.
"In the meantime, EPA will issue guidance to all water systems in the country to help them develop monitoring and sam-
pling programs specifically for chromium-6."

The federal government's total chromium standard in drinking water is 100 parts per billion. California has proposed a
goal for safe limits for chromium 6 at 0.06 parts per billion.

Earlier this week, the Environmental Working Group released a study that analyzed drinking water across the country.
The five cities with the highest levels of chromium-6 were Norman, Okla. (12.9 ppb); Honolulu, Hawaii (2 ppb); Riverside,
Calif. (1.69 ppb); Madison, Wis. (1.58 ppb); and San Jose, Calif. (1.34 ppb).

THE FROG LISTENING NETWORK

The best conservation is done at the local level. And because amphibian populations are declining worldwide, we need to monitor the
populations of frogs and toads that we have right here in Florida. It is difficult to assemble a professional team to do this, which is
why we rely on the help of volunteers.

The Frog Listening Network (FLN) is a volunteer-based monitoring program in which the public is trained to collect data about frog
and toad populations in west-central Florida. Volunteers learn how to identify amphibians both audibly and visually. You do not have
to be a scientist to be a part of the Frog Listening Network, and volunteers of all ages and backgrounds are welcome. We provide free
trainings complete with educational materials such as audiotapes and compact discs, computer CD-ROMs, and full-color field identifi-
cation cards to help you learn each amphibian species and their individual calls. We'll also teach you how to collect and record frog
population data in a way that's fun and easy.

Amphibians are considered "sentinels" of environmental health because of their sensitive skin. By watching them and keeping track
of their populations, we can begin to understand the health of the environment. Although the FLN is similar to other amphibian moni-
toring groups across the country, the FLN is the only group of its kind in west-central Florida. The Frog Listening Network has received
several awards from the Governor's Council for a Sustainable Florida for Excellence in Environmental Education, Initiative, and Lead-
ership in 1997, 1999, and 2001, respectively. The Southwest Florida Water Management District also recognized the Hillsborough
River Watershed Alliance for Outstanding Leadership in Water Resource Education for its work through the Frog Listening Network in
2004.
